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Heathcote, in central Victoria is well-renowned for its rich soils and characteristic, intense, balanced red wines.
Both the climate and soils of this region are strongly influenced by the Mt Camel Range which runs from

Corop in the north to Tooborac in the south, providing natural tunnelling for the prevailing cool,
south to south-east winds that blow throughout the growing period from October to March.
